Along with worldwide duty ​cycles, data acquisition, and advanced engineering analysis, NATC provides complete prototype fabrication capabilities for one-stop solutions from design to ​-product verification. Utilizing simulation tools including ADAMS, MATLAB, MSC Nastran, Dytran, Patran, PTC Creo, CEI EnSight, and FEA codes, NATC provides rapid design or corrective action development.

This facility incorporated fully autonomous 150,000 pound commercial tractor trailer operations (over 900,000 miles) and serves as a platform for validation of new autonomous vehicle systems. Utilizing the technology developed in house for these driverless vehicles, NATC provides vehicle health monitoring systems that allow non-intrusive measurement of vehicles in fleet or customer service.

Our team has developed and delivered specialized test equipment including mobile dynamometers, environmental test chambers, and fully instrumented vehicles.
